WHEREAS, a contract for execution by the County with Ulster County Soil &
Water Conservation District has been submitted for approval by the Ulster County
Legislature, which is described below:

2024-388 - Amenican Fescue Plan Act fimding for: a) As partial | 100% Federal Professiomal | 6/1/24 - 9/1/26 $200,000.00
funding for ‘mo-till dnll’, ‘row mulcher’. and/or hme spreading Services
equipment which shall be made available for use on Ulster County
farms (Preject A); and b} As matching funds for existing Subrecipient
administered grant programs, such as the NYS fimded Climate
Besilient Farming Grant or the Agncultural Environmental
Management (AEM) programs, that benefit Ulster County farmers,
where the programs promote scil health, climate resilient farming, or
energy efficiency of farming (Project B). Funds are expressly
allowed to be used as matching finds for the Subrecipient’s local
cover crop program, rotational grazing program. and imigation water
management programs.
