WHEREAS, 49 C.F.R. § 673, the FTA Public Transportation Agency Safety
Plan Rule, which became effective on July 19, 2018, requires transit operators to
develop a Safety Plan (PTASP) that addresses safety risk management and is based on
the Safety Management System approach; and

WHEREAS, the Ulster County Transportation Council (UCTC), the
Metropolitan Planning Organization responsible for the comprehensive planning
process for the Kingston and Poughkeepsie urbanized areas, has approved UCAT’s
PTASP; now, therefore be it
