The Planning Board shall
have the following additional powers and duties: To review the capital improvement
program prepared by the Department of Planning and guidelines for its preparation;
to make written recommendations to the County Executive and the County
Legislature on all capital projects contained in the program and on the priority of
capital projects in the first year of the program; and to review and make written
recommendations on any capital project additions to the capital improvement
program or capital budget;” and

WHEREAS, the Ulster County Planning Board continues to review the
Capital Improvement Program prepared by the Department of Planning and
guidelines for its preparations; now, therefore be it
